INTERNSHIP QUALIFICATIONS/EXPECTATIONS 
 

• Internship positions are limited and candidates must apply/be selected for the internship program. 
Students must register for academic credit in the University at Buffalo Spring 2010 semester. 

• This is a NON-PAID internship worth 1-2 credits and will be supervised and coordinated by Jamie 
Enser, Producer and Director of Operations at the Center for the Arts. 

• Prior experience using Final Cut Pro software is preferred.  
• Interns are very important members of the production team; consistent and punctual attendance 

is required and expected.  Ideal interns are team players, energetic, self-motivated, creative, and 
responsible, have a passion for entertainment.  

• Interns will be required to complete an hours log, project journal and final paper evaluating 
his/her experience. Interns will be graded based on attendance and participation (70%) and 
completion of the hours log (10%), journal (10%) and final paper (10%).  

 

INTERN AVAILABILITY  
 

• We are seeking interns to assist on the Bullseye series and candidates would need to be available 
on MONDAYS from 8:30A-1P.  

• During the semester, interns may be scheduled on a weekly (at least 3 hours per week sometime 
between 9a-5p Monday-Friday) and on a per project basis and will be required to submit hours in 
order to meet credit hour obligation (i.e. 1 credit=50 hours, 2 credits=100 hours).
